Club statement:

The way in which our football Club is currently operating in response to coronavirus (COVID-19)
is fundamentally different to business as usual, however, a number of our important
safeguarding principles remain the same:

with regard to safeguarding, the best interests of Children will always continue to come first

with regards to adults at risk, West Ham United Football Club, it’s Staff, Management and
Board of Directors continue to work to safeguard and promote the welfare of Adult at Risk

if anyone has a safeguarding concern about any child, young person or adult at risk
connected to the Club they should continue to act and act immediately

club reporting procedures must be followed without excuse or delay
a Designated Safeguarding Officer or Deputy will always be available

in all safeguarding matters, safeguarding leads are available to provide oversight,
leadership, guidance and liaise with relevant internal departments and external agencies
and services

All existing and new staff engaged in remote work with children and Adults at Risk are
suitably cleared to do so. Unsuitable people are not allowed to enter the Club workforce
and/or gain access to children or Adults at Risk.

children, young people and Adults at Risk continue to be protected when they are online
and in their communication with those providing services on behalf of West Ham United
Football Club.

peer abuse is behaviour by an individual or group, intending to physically, sexually or
emotionally hurt others. All staff should recognise that children are capable of abusing their
peers and report incidences and concerns

that allegations of non- recent abuse must be reported and acted upon without delay

this policy applies to all those receiving services from or providing services on behalf of
West Ham United Football Club.

Procedures and Safety Measures for online learning:

The Club expects all staff and players to adhere to the relevant policy boundaries
must be maintained at all times. We have put extra measures in place to reduce
the risks in relation to online learning which include:

¢ All contact online being observable and interruptible

e Staff and children must wear suitable clothing as should anyone else in the
household

e Any computers being used should be in appropriate areas, for example not
in bedrooms and the background should not be blurred

e Online teaching will not be carried out on a one to one basis and will be
done in a group setting with several players present,

e Another adult will be invited to be present in the room

e All communication provided will have an educational purpose

e Language must be professional and appropriate, including any family
members in the background

e The Club will record online teaching/instruction sessions. Players and
parents will be informed that sessions are being recorded in advance of
doing so.

e All sessions provided will be via the Clubs I.T platform (for example remote
desktop) or Wi-Fi (where possible)

Negative experiences and distressing life events, such as the current
circumstances, can affect the mental health of us all. Players who are
struggling under the current circumstances should contact the Club
safeguarding staff as outlined above.
